Our Play Leaders are Year 5 pupils who have undertaken training which has helped them to develop their leadership skills. 
They all recognise the importance of being organised, planning the sessions well, knowing the games they want to organise with the children and making sure the equipment is sorted before the start of the session. 
The Play Leaders come up with lots of different ideas for activities to deliver during the lunchtime break and these help to keep children entertained and active and minimise disputes that might otherwise occur.
